 Section  award: a girl needs to complete any two Theme awards from her 

current section. 

 Section  award: a girl needs to complete any four Theme awards from her 

current section. 

 Section  award: a girl needs to earn all six Theme awards and then do a final 

challenge. The challenge changes depending on a girl’s section and her interests. 
There is no final challenge for the section Bronze or section Silver award. 
 
These awards are a great achievement and a big commitment. So it’s up to each girl whether 
she chooses to complete the top section awards. 
 
There are woven and metal badges for the section top section awards - and the Gold award 
metal pin badges have a secret message on the back of them. 
 
These badges can only be ordered through your County badge secretary. Ask your Division 
Commissioner or local volunteer depot for more details.
